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Student Internship Agreement
Students are to complete a total of 135 internship hours over the course of one semester or two sets of 90 internship hours over two semesters before being considered for a paid position with any CNAP program (SCNAC, OPT, Fit thru 5, Leaders for a Lifetime, etc).
A faculty supervisor will oversee your internship activity logs and your performance reviews at the mid-point and at the completion of your internship hours. Faculty supervisors will ensure that CNAP service learning opportunities are provided and carried out appropriately and effectively. 
CNAP internship experiences are credit/no credit. Unit credit for internship hours is based on the activities performed and time spent on these activities as evidenced by your activity log and performance evaluations. Credit/no credit will be given for a maximum of three units per semester. 
Student participation in a CNAP internship will not be used to fulfill an academic requirement or as a substitute for an academic requirement, or to fulfill any requirement for graduation.
